o If the root can be preserved, keep the roots covered and moist until they can be reburied.
o If working outside the TPA cut any roots less than 2 inches in diameter with sharp pruners.
o If working inside the TPA follow the direction of the consulting arborist.

Inside the TPA

e Hand Work only - No heavy equipment - Do not compact soil - Water/mulch according to
the Arborist Plan

Removing Tree Protection - Alert the UW Arberist 2 weelks prior to remoeval

Tree Protection removal is the most vulnerable time for trees

Protect the tree as if the fence were present. Nothing should be in the area of the tree protection zone.
Keep equipment and materials out of the area. Do not drive equipment over the roots. Install temporary
tree protection as a reminder when not working in the area or replace the original fence if feasible.
